Barb Levin is a family physician with public health experience, who has practiced in East Tennessee for more than thirty years.  In 2012, she left active primary care practice to work with Delmarva Foundation for Medical Care on several community-based projects.  For three years, she was the medical director of the Population Health Center and subject matter expert on community engagement and rural health.  In these roles she has worked with a large number of collaborators to improve population health and achieve health equity. Specifically, she has worked on projects to improve care coordination for high risk sub-populations in both rural and inner city communities. Dr. Levin is one of the 72 Innovation Advisors for the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Innovation (CMMI).
Dr. Levin returns to Tennessee to redevelop her practice and to focus on the care of special populations, such as the elderly and children with special health care needs. The new practice, Access Medical Care Monroe County, provides medical home visits for the frail elderly and other at-risk populations.  The practice includes behavioral health specialists, specifically trained in drug and alcohol prevention and treatment. 

Previously, Dr. Levin wore many hats, including county health officer, grant writer, and community health center administrator.   Dr. Levin has also worked within the systems of publicly financed and private health care delivery systems. Dr. Levin is board certified in preventive and community medicine.
